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This aqueduct gathered water 
from a little ravine in the Riu valley, 
with a width of 3.5 Kilometres and 
a depth of 40 metres, and saved 
four watercourses as it passed.
The most interesting remains of the 
aqueduct are four very well-kept 
arches. Their construction dates 
back to the third century AD.

From the period when Iluro was 
founded the main street or cardo 
maximus is known as well as other 
secondary streets, a fortified gate to 
enter the city, a public market and a 
number of dwellings and industrial 
premises. Other public areas, like the 

fòrum or the cemetery, must have 
existed from the very beginning, but 
have not yet been identified.
The golden age of Iluro took place 
in the final decades of the first cen-
tury BC and the second century AD, 
thanks to the economic prosperity 
generated by the wine industry.

There were a se-
ries of drainage pipes which were 
in a perpendicular way along the 
road to ensure drainage.
