The abertis group operates in the car park sector through its business unit saba, the leading com-
pany in Spain and one of the largest operators in Europe. Currently the company has operations in
over 70 municipalities in Spain, Italy, France, Portugal, Andorra, Chile and Morocco. Innovation, the
introduction of new technology and the concept of parking as a fundamental feature of mobility
and access to urban nuclei and metropolitan areas are the key factors shaping the development of
the company.

In 2008 the company followed a policy of large scale expansion in both the Spanish and internatio-
nal markets, with the addition of new parking facilities to its portfolio:

Two new car parks in Madrid and Zaragoza

The management of the parking facilities at El Prat airport (Barcelona)

New car parks in a number of cities in Italy and Portugal

In 2009 saba has continued to incorporate new assets to its network:
Management of the car park at Mataré hospital
Management of the car park in the Arasur logistics park
New car park in the the Illa Carlemany shopping centre in Andorra
Acquisition of a new nucleus in Santiago de Chile

In 2009 sanef saba parkings, a company in which saba and sanef — companies in the
abertis group — have holdings, has been awarded its first project in France, with the con-
cession of the Maubert-Lagrange car park. The parking complex is located in the centre of
Paris, very near N6tre Dame cathedral.
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Currently saba has over 130,000 parking spaces in 180 centres. The company is also carrying
out new projects which will bring its network to 217 parking centres with over 145,000 par-
king spaces under management.

abertis invests in the logistics sector through its abertis logistica business unit, dedicated to the
promotion, development, management and operation of sites for operators in this sector.

The abertis network includes sites in Madrid, Barcelona, Alava, Seville, Lisbon and Santiago de
Chile. The network was enlarged in 2007 through the acquisition of new logistics parks located in
the inner metropolitan rings of Madrid and Barcelona, with a total surface area of 400,000 squa-
re metres.

After this operation the gross surface area of abertis logfstica’s logistics parks grew by 21% to over
735 hectares, with a buildable area of nearly 3 million square metres. At present there are buil-
dings on over 933,100 square metres of the total with an average occupancy rate of 88%.

The logistics parks promoted by abertis logistica offer well-built functional units, using the latest
techniques, complying with all relevant regulations and ensuring maximum durability, safety,
comfort and energy saving.

These parks are fully integrated in their location and improve and structure the management of
movement of goods, ensuring that their activity is compatible with the main environmental cri-
teria, such as integration with the surroundings, selective waste disposal, the use of renewable
energy, and minimising noise pollution. abertis logistica's parks also act as a catalyst for a wide
range of additional services.

abertis logistica’'s customers are logistics operators who are offered integrated services for the
conduct of their activity in areas which are strategic for their business, interconnected by trans-
port infrastructures which facilitate modal transfer and the rapid distribution and delivery of pro-
ducts and goods to their final destination.

abertis’ shares have been on the stock exchange for 20 years, from its origins as acesa to the
present day, during which time they have experienced an average yearly increase in value of
75%, taking into account share capital increases. acesa shares were launched on the stock
market on 18 May 1987 at the price of 1.56 euros per share.

abertis, which has nearly 100,000 shareholders, has been a member of the selective Ibex 35
right from the index’s beginnings in 1992. abertis is also included in the main international
share indexes:

Over the last few years, abertis' shareholder payment policy has maintained the combination
of dividend payment and a yearly increase in released capital, resulting in a growing and
attractive remuneration system.

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Corporate Social Responsibility

abertis sets out its Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) priorities through its Strategic
Plan for Social Responsibility and fulfills a series of commitments established within the
organisations of which it is a member, including the United Nations Global Compact and the
Corporate Reputation Forum. abertis also has a presence on the main world sustainability
indexes: the Dow Jones Sustainability Index (DJSI) World, the DJSI Stoxx and the FTSE ISS
Corporate Governance Index (CGl).

abertis’ CSR policy has three fundamental focuses: caring for people, caring for the environment,
and the promotion and fostering of cultural values and historic heritage. Similarly, it operates
a Road Safety Programme that aims to raise public awareness about the need to improve
safety amongst drivers and pedestrians, and to reduce accidents.

abertis has set up solid collaborative links with the academic community. It set up the
abertis chair in Transport Infrastructures Management, in collaboration with the Universitat
Politécnica de Catalunya (UPC), the abertis chair in Public Regulation, Competition and
Policies, created as part of IESE, and the Chair in Infrastructures Economy under the auspices
of the Applied Economic Studies Foundation. abertis is also one of the supporting organisa-
tions in the Leadership and Democratic Government Foundation, promoted by ESADE.

abertis also supports the abertis foundation, whose main aim is the study of the repercussions
of infrastructures in the region, especially on the environment, demographics and the eco-
nomy. The abertis foundation, which celebrated its tenth anniversary in 2009, promotes rese-
arch by universities and other institutions and bodies, organises conferences, symposiums and
social and cultural activities, and publishes scientific works and presentation books.
